Devotions - April 2016
Introduction

We continue our series looking at the church, at how God sees his people, not just as a collection of individuals,
but as the pinnacle of his creation and the ultimate purpose of our being. This month we see that the earthly
church is an expression of the true heavenly church.

The Reading

Bx199 And the Lord said to Moses, “Behold, I am coming to you in a thick cloud, that the people may hear when I speak with you, and
may also believe you forever.” When Moses told the words of the people to the Lord, the Lord said to Moses, “Go to the people and
consecrate them today and tomorrow, and let them wash their garments and be ready for the third day. For on the third day the Lord
will come down on Mount Sinai in the sight of all the people. And you shall set limits for the people all around, saying, ‘Take care
not to go up into the mountain or touch the edge of it. Whoever touches the mountain shall be put to death. No hand shall touch him,
but he shall be stoned or shot; whether beast or man, he shall not live.” When the trumpet sounds a long blast, they shall come up to
the mountain.” So Moses went down from the mountain to the people and consecrated the people; and they washed their garments.
And he said to the people, “Be ready for the third day; do not go near a woman.”

Heb 1218 Eor you have not come to what may be touched, a blazing fire and darkness and gloom and a tempest and the sound of a
trumpet and a voice whose words made the hearers beg that no further messages be spoken to them. For they could not endure the
order that was given, “If even a beast touches the mountain, it shall be stoned.” Indeed, so terrifying was the sight that Moses said,
tremble with fear.” But you have come to Mount Zion and to the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to innumerable
angels in festal gathering, and to the assembly of the firstborn who are enrolled in heaven, and to God, the judge of all, and to the
spirits of the righteous made perfect, and to Jesus, the mediator of a new covenant, and to the sprinkled blood that speaks a better
word than the blood of Abel. (ESV)

The teaching

Last month we saw that God had called the people of Israel (i.e. the descendants of Jacob) out of Egypt, and
that they were his treasured possession, his kingdom of priests and his holy nation. We saw this as an act of
grace, that they had not done anything in or of themselves, but that God acted out of love to draw them towards
himself. Even so, as we see in the first part of today’s reading, he set boundaries and conditions with
significant consequences if they were violated. God was to be feared above all else, and he could only be
approached on his terms. God’s people, his treasured possession whom he had called out of Egypt, were
summoned to the foot of Mt Sinai to gather as his people (the church), but were not to ascend it. They were
given proximity to God’s presence, but no direct access to it.

But now, those of us who are in Christ are summoned to Mt Zion, the city of the living God, the heavenly
Jerusalem where God dwells amongst his people. After Jesus rose from the dead (that we have just celebrated
at Easter), he ascended into heaven and was seated at the right hand of God the Father, where he remains for all
time. As we are in Christ then, we also are seated at God’s right hand in the heavenly places.

The true church is that heavenly gathering of innumerable angels and the spirits of all those who have been
perfected by the sacrificial blood of Jesus our mediator (by the grace of God alone, and by no merit of our
own). The old covenant of the unapproachable God has been superseded by the new covenant where God
welcomes us into his presence with rejoicing.

How then should we live our lives in this world? Our gathering together as God’s people as the church on earth
(both at meetings like this where we share God’s word and the local congregations that meet weekly, however
imperfect that may be) is an expression of our membership in the heavenly church. Do we see our salvation as
a one off event when we were converted, and that heaven is yet to come, but seems far off in the distance? Or
do we see that our lives here are to reflect the reality of our standing in Christ, seated with him at God’s right
hand; and that we see the living out of our relationship with God now as the beginning of heaven for us? Our
relationship with God in this world can be likened to that of an engagement where we enjoy some of the
benefits of the union, such as the fellowship and friendship of our lifelong soulmate, but where the full benefits
are not realized until the actual marriage is entered into. There are elements of heaven here on earth, especially
as we gather together as the church, but the best will not be revealed until we pass from this life into the next
and we are gathered into the true church.

Prayer

Father, thank you for your grace that is poured out into our lives as we submit to your truth, that you make us
into a family, into a spiritual house that is your church and into your own people, preparing us for works of
service that glorify you. Amen.
